Historical landmarks, public art, and communal gathering spots act
as mental stimuli, encouraging flaneurs to reflect on the city's history, cultural identity, and
their personal connection to the space.

Moreover, urban green spaces in Iranian cities play a critical role in enhancing mental well-
being. Parks and gardens, with their natural landscapes and tranquil settings, serve as
therapeutic environments that reduce stress and promote psychological resilience. The study
also highlights the contrast between traditional Iranian cities and modern urban environments.
While modern cities prioritize efficiency and functionality, often resulting in sterile and
impersonal spaces, Iranian cities offer a rich tapestry of sensory and emotional experiences
that foster a deeper connection between individuals and their surroundings.

Conclusion

The research underscores the importance of integrating physical, spiritual, and mental
dimensions in urban design to enhance the experience of flanerie. Urban spaces should be
designed not merely as transit routes but as dynamic environments that encourage exploration,
reflection, and social interaction.

3. Policy Implications: The findings offer valuable insights for urban policymakers and
planners. Emphasizing the holistic nature of urban flanerie can guide the development of
policies that prioritize inclusive, sustainable, and culturally rich urban environments.
